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Investigation and analysis of Olympic education in colleges and universities in Beijing

Abstract: In order to welcome the coming of the 28th Olympic Games in 2008, the authors caried out a questionnaire inves-
tigation on grades 1 and 2 undergraduates in four universities in Beijing, namely, Qinghua Univessity, China People” s Univer-
sity, Beijing Normal University, and Beijing Foreign Language University, so as to get acquaint with the situation of Olympic
education in colleges and vniversities. The authors revealed the following findings: (1) Undergraduates in Beijing have a
relatively early acquaintance with Olympic Games in diversified ways; (2) there are the most chances to acquire Olympic e-
ducation in universities; (3) in general, student’s acquaintance with Olympic knowledge is relatively good; (4) student’s
attitude toward Olympic Games is positive as a whole. In order to launch Beijing Olympic Games 2008 successfully, more
college students should be accepted to participate in Olympic education activities; basic courses and lectures should be es-

tablished in a planed way; Olympic education activities should be developed in multiple channels.
